As troubling as this was, we wondered what we could possibly do – after all, we are 

known as an Audio Bible ministry.

But soon God led us to the realization that true “hearing” doesn’t really take place with 

the ears as much as with the heart. At the same time, we were expanding the Bible.is app to 

include video content, and suddenly everything made sense. We could use Bible.is as a means 

of getting sign language Bible videos to Deaf people all over the world!

We want to introduce you to the fourth largest unreached people group in the world – the 

Deaf community – and share with you how we can partner in prayer and giving to reach them 

with the Gospel in their own heart language.

“In that day the deaf shall hear the words of a book…” – Isaiah 29:18

Listening may include the ears, but 

true “hearing” is always a matter

 of the heart.

Millions of people around the world are 

listening to God’s Word in more than 715 

languages – and now the Deaf can “hear” 

through the first-ever video-based 

Bible app – Deaf Bible.is!

Did you know the Deaf community is 

the fourth largest unreached people 

group? Unseen, often hidden

in their communities and denied 

normal social interaction, only 2% of the 

world’s estimated 300 million Deaf have 

embraced the Gospel.

But we can change this! There are at least 

400 distinct sign languages around the 

world. We are working with international 

partners to add additional sign language 

Bible videos to our Deaf Bible App, 

opening the door for millions of lives to 

be transformed as they experience life, 

hope, and peace through God’s Word!

This is the vision of Village Baptist Church in Oklahoma City, a

congregation that seeks to share what God is doing and that is

grateful to be part of fulfilling the Great Commission. They’re involved

in their local community and support worldwide outreaches, partnering

with missionaries in several countries, including a mission team in Cambodia.

Pastor Jimmy Kinnaird heard about Faith Comes By Hearing while serving in another church. 

Shortly after coming to Village Baptist, he talked to his congregation about the possibility of 

ministering to an entire people group by partnering with a group that provides the Word of 

God in audio.

His message encouraged the congregation to action. The church was praying for the needs 

in many countries, but when they realized the vast number of unreached people groups in

Village Baptist will hold a dedication service when the new Hindi New Testament recording is 

released, and hopes to send a team to take Hindi Audio Bibles to India. Pastor Kinnaird says the 

key is to start somewhere and be open to opportunities. He says through partnerships, the door 

can open to changing lives and creating a lasting legacy for the Kingdom of God.

After coming to the Lord, Gale bought four small Bibles, one for himself, one for his wife Patsy, 

and two for their sons. Though finances were tight, they put all their trust in the Lord. Gale said, 

“I jumped for excitement when I read Matthew 6:25–33, where Jesus promises that all of our 

needs will be taken care of if we first seek the Kingdom of God.” Over time, God’s promises flourished 

in their household. They were blessed mightily and now give freely as the Lord leads them.

One afternoon about eight years ago, Gale was surfing the Christian channels on TV. “I stopped 

on God's Learning Channel where Jerry and Morgan Jackson were talking about Faith Comes By 

Hearing,” he said. “I’d never heard of this ministry, but I started listening about how they were 

sending Proclaimers to Africa and around the world. The Holy Spirit spoke clearly that I was to 

support this organization, though I’d never known about them.“

The Griffiths started faithfully supporting Faith Comes By Hearing programs every month, and 

additionally sponsored BibleSticks for the military.

“Then,” Gale said, “I heard from the Holy Spirit that I was to sponsor a language recording. I was led

to the Kinandi language in the Democratic Republic of the Congo and God said, ‘That’s the one.’”

Gale and Patsy were obedient. They sponsored the Kinandi New Testament recording and the first

50 listening groups that will follow.

“I can hardly wait to hear the testimonies of the people when the language is heard in the country!” 

exclaimed Gale.

If others want to give, Gale says, “If God leads you a certain way,

don’t shy away from it. Trust in His Word and His leading.”
